3.1 Data as evidence 
 
In the social sciences and hard sciences, evidence is often quantitative data (involving numbers or 
measurements) or qualitative data (which describes qualities using language).  This type of evidence 
includes survey results, statistics, raw scores, ratios, verbal responses, etc., and it comes from formal 
experiments or empirical studies.  When using quantitative data (data with numbers), it is important to
