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Journalism

The Major in Journalism explores the art of storytelling in the digital age. The program o ers
a variety of courses that allow students to develop storytelling skills using multi-media tools,
including video, photography, sound, and social media platforms. The program promotes
strong writing skills, the exploration of media ethics and the in uence of new mediain
society. The program is designed for students with an interest in professional journalism and
digital content production.

Journalism Major

Students who major in Journalism are required to complete 36 credit hours of Journalism
courses, 18 credit hours of which must be at the 3000 or 4000 levels. Students majoring in
Journalism will choose courses with the help of faculty advisors based on their interest and
aspirations.

Vigorous and clear writing is the foundation for all forms of digital journalism and new media
production. This writing intensive course develops fundamental skills for e ective writing
and storytelling. This is a required course for all students pursuing a major in Journalism.

This course will introduce students to a range of works of print and broadcast Journalism
to allow them to understand the scope, purpose, and in uence of stories in the journalistic
tradition. Students will respond to these works in writing and post their responses in an
online discussion forum.

This course explores developments in digital journalism that have fundamentally changed
the nature of publishing and journalism, and the role of journalism in the new media land-
scape. Prerequisite: JOUR 2123 or permission of professor

This course explores how the new media and social media are contributing to political and
social change around the world.

Students in this course will explore theoretical issues in journalistic commentary and learn
fundamental skills related to the writing or production of print and spoken word editorials.
In the process, the course will focus on examples of journalistic commentaries of the past
century that have shaped and directed public opinion, the power that drives political, social,
and cultural change. Classes will include lectures, group projects, and one-on-one skills
development with the professor. Prerequisites: JOUR 1113, or COPP 2013, or by permission
of instructor.

This course examines the fundamentals of business and economic reporting to demystify
economics — macro and micro; nancial markets, and international trade. It provides basic
reporting expertise, including how to conduct interviews to reading balance sheets, annual
reports, and nancial statements. Other topics may include covering speci c beats such as
labor, workplace issues, small business, banking, taxation, real estate, and personal nance.
