Other Academic Appeals (not covered above)

The normal sequence of procedures for students to follow in an academic appeal of matters

not described above is:

1. todiscuss the matter with the professor concerned (if any); if no satisfactory agreement
is reached;

2. todiscuss the matter with the Chair of the Department concerned (if any); if no solution
is reached,

3. toappeal to the Senate Student Academic Grievance Committee which will review the
matter in all its aspects; the decision of the Committee will be nal.
